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Limitations on Using Yardage Book and Green —
Reading Material

The limitations on Rule 4.3, during a round, the player is
allowed to use a yardage book and/or green reading
materials approved by the Committee:

e Any image of putting green must be limited to a scale
of 3/8 inch to 5 yards (1:480) or smaller.

e Any book or other paper containing a map or image of
putting green must not be large than 4 V4 inches x 7
inches.

e No magnification of putting green information is
allowed other than a player’s normal wearing of
prescription glassed or lenses.

e Hand drawn or written information about a putting
green is only allowed if contained in a book or paper
meeting the size limit and writing by the player and/or
their caddie.

Penalty for first breach: General Penalty (2 Strokes).
Penalty for second breach: Disqualification.

Note: The players who use their yardage book and/or
green reading materials must inform to the Committee
before the round.
